IV. Background Information

2. Body

Activity 1

Look and talk: Have students form pairs and look at the photos on page 2 and imagine what the people in the photos are saying to each other. Ask some pairs to share their answers with the rest of the class, encouraging them to say whey they think some of the people are meeting for the first time. 

Pair work: Look at the pair work on page 2. Have students stay in their pairs to put the conversations in order. Ask two pairs to share their guesses for each conversation with the class. Ask volunteers to suggest things that people say when introducing themselves and others. Thereafter, the teacher makes a supplement about various expressions used for introduction. Ask the students to repeat the expressions and try to remember some of them and use them effortlessly.

Group work: Put students into groups of three. Tell the students to use their own names and the proper supplementary expressions to practice each conversation a total of three times, with each group member playing a different role each time. When most groups have completed the activity, ask a few groups to perform their conversations for the class. 

Group discussion: Ask the students to work in group and discuss the customs of introduction to find out what should be paid attention to when introducing people or oneself. After that each group shares their opinions with the class. 

Situational conversation: Then the teacher ask the students to work in groups of three and make up dialogues, in which they should involve some aspects discussed just now. Other groups should observe and try to find out any problems with the customs of introduction in their dialogue.

Activity 2

Group work: Have the students form groups of four and ask each group to match each of the questions in the list with the similar questions in the chart. Then each group should come up with more relevant questions to match with one topic in the chart. Thereafter each group shares their result with the class, and other groups can supplement with new ideas. When doing this, the students can refer to part B

Role playing: In order to find out more about their new classmates, they should ask their partners questions in the form of interview. The students can use the questionnaire given. The teacher should demonstrate the procedure by acting out an interview with one of the students. When half the time is up, ask the class to change roles. Before the pair work the teacher must tell the students that they should find out something typical about their partner. Remind the students they should keep the record for further exercise in Unit 1 B

Joint another pair: The students come back to their group and introduce to each other their partner. Then the representative of the group introduce to the class the members of the group briefly, including the name, age, major and interest. And he or she must tell the whole class something that is special about each of his members. 

Activity 3

Pair work: Have the students work in pair to pronounce the numbers and discuss the question. Explain that there may be more than one way to say some of the numbers. 

Report: Have the students work in pair. Each student report to the class his partner’s information that was recorded on the questionnaire in the previous activity. During his presentation he should emphasize the numbers and spelling of some important words, such as the interests, major.

1. About Astrology

Astrology is a group of systems, traditions, and beliefs in which knowledge of the relative positions of celestial bodies and related details is held to be useful in understanding, interpreting, and organizing information about personality, human affairs, and other terrestrial matters. A practitioner of astrology is called an astrologer, or, less often, an astrologist. Numerous traditions and applications employing astrological concepts have arisen since its earliest recorded beginnings in the 2nd millennium BCE. It has played a role in the shaping of culture, early astronomy, and other disciplines throughout history.

Historically, astrology and astronomy were often indistinguishable, with the desire for predictive and divinatory knowledge one of the primary motivating factors for astronomical observation. Astronomy began to diverge from astrology after a long period of gradual separation in the 18th century, and has since distinguished itself as the scientific study of astronomical objects and phenomena without any concern for their supposed astrological correlation.

Zorbing is the sport of rolling down a hill, at speed, inside a giant inflatable sphere. It's the next crazy adventure activity from New Zealand, the nation that developed bungy jumping and a host of ever-more-outrageous thrill pursuits, and you can do it in Rotorua!

Zorb Rotorua is the home of the Zorb--the world's first ever Zorb site--and has a downhill course of about 200 metres where you can reach speeds of up to 50 kilometres per hour.

In the Hydro Zorb or wash cycle, about 50 litres of water is added (yes, warm water if it's cold outside!) and zorbonauts are free to run, tumble, flip or slide inside as the Zorb hurtles downhill. It's a blast on your own, even better with up to two friends, and if you can run all the way down the hill without falling over you get a free second ride and a zorb t-shirt!

Dry clothes and towels are available on-site for anyone who left theirs behind.

The awesome new Zig-Zag Hydro Zorb ride is described as a cross between a waterfall and a rollercoaster! It's not quite as fast a ride as the straight track, but it's wild, totally disorientating, and arguably the most adrenaline-filled ride currently available.

If you really don't want to get wet, in the Harness Zorb you are safely secured inside the zorb before being launched downhill, no water required. This ride gives you maximum G-Force as you tumble head-over-heels, and there is a strange sensation of weightlessness each time you reach the top of the Zorb.
2. Rotorua
Rotorua is a smallish city on the shores of Lake Rotorua. The surrounding areas are a geothermal wonderland, with geysers, boiling mud pools, and steaming craters - accompanied by the pervasive smell of sulphur. Rotorua is also a showcase of Maori cultural activities, a centre of tourism and a place of extraordinary natural beauty.

IV. Background Information

1. Shopping in America
Shopping is one of America's most popular pastimes. In all but the most isolated locations you will find a large selection of new goods and tremendous variations in price. In retail stores- the prices displayed are firm and generally not negotiable. The following are some useful tips for shopping on a student budget.
· Learn to be a good "comparison shopper"; that is, checking prices at several locations before you buy.

· Unless good service is very important to you. Shop at discount stores rather than department stores.
· Wait for items to go "on sale?" watch for advertisements in the newspaper, in store windows, and on television.

· Talk with friends about where to shop.

· Be aware that the "sales tax" on an item is not included in the I displayed price but applied by the store clerk when you buy the item.
If you buy new appliances or other large items, keep the store receipts, read the instruction booklets! and fill out the "warranty card" that comes with the product. Most products are guaranteed from defects by the manufacturer for a period of time.
 2. Some Advice about Shopping in a Department Store
In Western countries, a department store is a confusing place.
Here's some advice to help you shop scientifically and effectively.
1. Read the newspaper advertisements or posters before you go to the store. The ads tell about the special sales and the new mer​chandise.
2. Shop on a weekday.  Most stores are open on Monday through Friday and all day Saturday.
3. Wear comfortable shoes. Customers often do a lot of walking in a big department store.
4. Read the store directory. It's usually placed near the elevators and escalators. It lists the floor numbers for various kinds of merchandise.
5. Don't hesitate to ask for help. Salespeople are willing to answer questions from customers all the lime.
6. Don't forget to shop, or at least have a look in the basement (the lower level of the store).  Customers find good bargains down there.
7. Bring a friend or relative with you when you shop for clothes. A salesperson always says. "That looks good on you." Only a friend tells the truth.
8. Don't carry a lot of cash with you. Open a checking or credit ac​count at a bank. Then you can pay for things by check or credit card.
9. Buy the light merchandise first. Try to avoid carrying heavy things around with you for hours. Buy the heavy merchandise just before you go home. Follow this advice. Then shopping in a department store will be easy and pleasant.

3. The Money System

    Today the money of most countries is made of metal DI paper ·Each government decides on a money unit and its standard of value；usually this standard is gold or silver．Because large Sums of metal money are heavy and inconvenient to handle．Government issues paper money Many countries choose the decimal system as the basic method 0fcounting．The decimal system is based on the number l0．  
In the United States the word bill is used to refer to paper money. All the paper money In circulation is a Federal Reserve note．They are as follows：$1, $ 2,$ 10,$20, $50 ,$100,etc. 

American coins are easy to remember．One American dollar is equal to 100 cents or pennies．A half-dollar is 50 cents．All but the penny and the nickel are made of silver．The penny is made of copper．The nickel is made of a metal called nickel.

4. Money and Finance 
1. Profit is money you gain from selling something, which is more than the money you paid for it. Loss is money you have spent and not got back. 
2. Extravagant describes somebody who spends a lot of money. Frugal or economical describes somebody who is careful with money. 
3. A current account is a bank account from which you can take money at any time. A deposit account is a bank account which pays you interest if you leave money in it for some time (we can also use the expression savings account or notice account). 
4. A loan is money which you borrow to buy something. A mortgage is a special kind of loan used to buy a house over a period of time. 

5. To deposit money is to put money into a bank account. To withdraw money is to take money out of a bank account. 
6. A wage and a salary are money you receive for doing a job, but wage is usually paid daily or weekly and a salary is usually paid monthly. 
7. If you are broke, you have no money. It is an informal expression. If you are bankrupt, you are not able to pay back money you have borrowed. It is a very serious financial situation for somebody to be in. 
8. In the UK, shares are one of the many equal parts into which a company’s capital is divided. People who buy them are called shareholders. Stocks are shares which are issued by the government. Dividends are parts of a company’s profit shared out among the shareholders. 
9. Income tax is a tax on money earned as wages or salary. Excise duty is a tax on certain goods produced in a country, such as cigarettes or alcohol. 
10. To credit somebody’s bank account is to put money into the account. To debit somebody’s bank account is to take money out. In the UK, many people pay for bills, etc… using a system called “direct debit”, where money is taken directly from their account by the company providing the goods or service. 
11. Traditionally a bank is a business organization which keeps money for customers and pays it out on demand or lends them money, and a building society is more usually associated with saving money or lending people money to buy houses. 
12. A discount is the percentage by which a full price is reduced to a buyer by the seller. A refund is money paid back when, for example, returning something to a shop. 
13. A bargain is something bought more cheaply than usual. Something which is overpriced is too expensive. Something which is exorbitant costs much more than its true value. 
14. A worthless object is something which has no value. A priceless object is an extremely valuable object. 
15. If you save money, you put it to one side so that you can use it later. If you invest money, you put it into property, shares, etc…so that it will increase in value. 
16. Inflation is a state of economy where prices and wages increase. Deflation is a reduction of economic activity. 
17. Income is the money you receive. Expenditure is the money you spend. 
18. If you lend money, you let someone use your money for a certain period of time. If you borrow money from someone, you take money for a time, usually paying interest.

Charge (Credit) 指的就是一般我们说的信用卡， 信用卡使用上很方便， 但若是没有收入又没有社会安全卡， 是很难申请到信用卡的。 而我们的提款卡 (ATM 卡) 就是 debit， 它会从你的支票户头直接扣钱。 使用信用卡就说 charge， 使用 ATM 卡就答 debit。

cash back 就是说假设你买 10 块的东西， 但刷卡时你可以刷 30 元， 剩下的 20元他会拿现金 20 块找你，如此出门就不必带著大笔的现金，又不必负担高额的提款手续费。 唯一缺点是有金额限制， 有些店最多可 cash back $50， 有些店只能 cash back $20。 一般的情形是只有 ATM 卡才能 cash back 的，一般的信用卡是不行的，但是有些特别的信用卡，如 Discover，也有提供 cash back 的功能。

问的就是你要用什么方式付款如信用卡(credit card) 提款卡 (debit card) 或是现金 (cash) 来付帐。 

4. Double coupon 双重折价卷。 

所谓的 coupon， 就是由制造商所发行的一种折价卷， 如 Save 50c 的 coupon (折价卷)可以让你在结帐时少付 50c， 然后再由这些商店拿著这些 coupon 去跟制造商换钱。

IV. Background Information

1. Customary order of eating western cuisine

It was served in the following sequence: Appetizer, soup, main course, dessert and tea or coffee. 

The sequence of service:

· Pour the first course wine  
· Serve appetizers.  
· Serve salads the same way the appetizer course was delivered.

· Salads are cleared the same way that apps were cleared.

· Entrees (main courses) are served using the same method of service as before.

· Clear entrees.
· Serve dessert.
· Pour coffee.

Appetizer: It refers to a small course served right at the beginning of a meal, before the soup or entrée.

Main course: It is the featured or primary dish in a meal consisting of several courses. In North American English, the main course can also be called the entrée or the meat course. The main course is usually the most complex or substantive dish on a menu. The main ingredient is usually meat, fish or fowl.
Side dish: It is sometimes referred to as a side order or simply a side, is a food item that accompanies the entrée or main course at a meal. Some common sides are: french fries or steak fries, baked potatoes, various vegetables, soups salad (often a “side” salad), dinner rolls or other breads. 
Desserts: It includes cheesecake, strawberry cake, pudding, apple pie, tiramisu, chocolate layer, etc.
 2. Eating customs in England
English food has traditionally been based on beef, lamb, pork, chicken and fish and generally served with potatoes and one other vegetable. The most common and typical foods eaten in England include the sandwich, fish and chips, pies like the cornish pasty, trifle and roasts dinners. The staple foods are meat, fish, potatoes, flour, butter and eggs. 
Things you should do:
If you cannot eat a certain type of food or have some special needs, tell your host several days before the dinner party. If you are a guest, it is polite to wait until your host starts eating or indicates you should do so. It shows consideration. Always chew and swallow all the food in your mouth before taking more or taking a drink. You may eat chicken and pizza with your fingers if you are at a barbecue, finger buffet or very informal setting. Otherwise always use a knife and fork. Always say thank you when served something. It shows appreciation. When you have finished eating, and to let others know that you have, place your knife and folk together, with the prongs (tines) on the fork facing upwards, on your plate. In a restaurant, it is normal to pay for your food by putting your money on the plate the bill comes on. 

Things you should not do:
Never lick or put your knife in your mouth. It is impolite to start eating before everyone has been served. Never chew with your mouth open. It is impolite to have your elbows on the table while you are eating. Don't reach over someone’s plate for something; ask for the item to be passed. Never talk with food in your mouth. It is impolite to put too much food in your mouth. Never blow your nose on a napkin (serviette). Napkins are for dabbing your lips and only for that.

Step 2: Order foods and drinks after being shown to the reserved table

Step 3: Some unexpected event happened during the meal: one of you finds a fly in the soup, and you want to file a complaint to the restaurant manager. Please try to create certain humorous effects on the responses of the waiter and the manager and find a solution to the claim.
Activity 3

1. Travels on holidays in Britain

The British enjoy the family outing. Most people chose well-known beauty spots, or seaside beaches, where they often so crowded together that you can’t see the sand. Others chose a lonely place, where there are very few people. They may follow tracks between mountains and lochs and watch seals and seabirds. So the coast is the most popular objective of English people for their holiday.

The English people rent houses or flats for their holidays, but one of the traditional ways of spending a summer holiday is in a boarding-house. A house like this may have a card in its window advertising bed and breakfast. In seaside towns there are whole streets of houses, almost every one of which has such a notice in its window.

In recent years several new holiday habits have developed. Among them, the most interesting one is the growth of the so called holiday camps. They consist usually of great numbers of small, and often quite comfortable, suburban houses, together with central dinning hall, dancing halls and swimming pools.

British may be conservative about many things, but they have always shown themselves very ready to take to new places. Now each year more English men, women and children become familiar with some part of continental Europe. Many take their cars, often with tents or caravans, crossing the Channel by ferry or hovercraft or by car-carrying airplane. Others with the travel agents schemes for group travels and hotel booking. Some, when they are away, become obsessed with the shops and devote much energy to thinking what to buy, struggling to convert the price into English pounds and pence. When they get home again they talk endlessly of these things, boasting of their bargains and complaining of what they were asked to pay for cups of tea.  

2. Americans on vocation

Since the 1940s, almost every American employee has received an annual vacation with pay, and it has become customary to use this time off for travel. Vacations are usually family affairs. Some families stay home to enjoy the local recreational facilities. But most vacationers prefer to travel, either within the United States or to other countries.

The nation’s major cities are among its popular tourist attractions. All year around, tourists jam the streets and hotels of Manhattan. Besides New York, people are also attracted by cities like Los Angeles, San Francisco, New Orleans, and Philadelphia. American cities do offer much for tourist to see. But more people prefer to vacation in a rustic setting. For these people particularly, an automobile gives them great convenience.

Camping has become extremely popular in recent years. They can find a camp site in a quiet valley in the Rockies. They hire horses, ride and hike alongside the river, deep into mountains. The Americans love this sort of outdoor life in wildernesses, in which there is a touch of challenge.

For travelers interested in beautiful scenery, natural wonders, and wile life, the United States has thirty-eight national parks. These parks include Yellowstone, the Grand Canyon, Glacier National Park, and Yosemite in the west. In the east, there is the Florida Everglades, which makes up one of the largest swamplands in the world. It is rich in bird and animal life.

Summer vacations have become traditional because most children are not in school during July and August. However, many families take short winter vacations too----especially during the Christmas season. Skiing, skating, and various kinds of sledding are available in almost all the northern states during the winter months.

Nevertheless, most Americans have a desire to visit other countries. And they are free to go almost anywhere in the world. Obtaining passport is a routine matter. So millions of Americans travel to Canada and Mexico every year. The islands of the Caribbean—Jamaica, Haiti, the Dominican Republic, and Puerto Rico—are also big tourist attractions. And about 3million Americans visit Europe every year.

Whether traveling within the U.S.A. or abroad, for most Americans a vacation stands as an attractive opportunity for fun, relaxation, and a change of scene. It’s a chance for family members to spend leisure time together and get to know each other better. It is one of the happiest of American traditions.

2. The invention of motion-picture
The Frenchman Louis Lumiere is often credited as inventing the first motion picture camera in 1895. But in truth, several others had made similar inventions around the same time as Lumiere. What Lumiere invented was a portable motion-picture camera, film processing unit and projector called the Cinematographe, three functions covered in one invention. 

The Cinematographe made motion pictures very popular, and it could be better be said that Lumiere's invention began the motion picture era. In 1895, Lumiere and his brother were the first to present projected, moving, photographic, pictures to a paying audience of more that one person. 

2.  The history of Hollywood

In 1911, the Nestor Company opened Hollywood's first film studio. Not long thereafter Cecil B. DeMille and D. W. Griffith began making movies in the area. Hollywood has been anything but static, however, and after a few decades as the capital of film glamour, the neighborhood changed again. Although much of the studio work remained in Hollywood, many stars moved to Beverly Hills, and the elegant shops and restaurants left with them. 

In the 1960s, music recording studios and offices began moving to Hollywood. Other businesses, however, continued to migrate to different parts of the city. Hollywood today is a diverse, vital, and active community striving to preserve the elegant buildings from its past. Much of the movie industry remains in the area, although the neighborhood's outward appearance has changed.

e. It is a comedy that four people launch a company which offers a service of helping people's dream to come true in one day. The customers’ requests are various and rather strange. （甲方乙方）

f. A famous director is producing a film in China, but his instinct is telling him something is not right with his film. As his health is under critical condition, his recording assistant, who is trying to find as many as sponsors & ultimately get as much money as possible, is arranging his funeral. Activity 3

Group Discussion: 

a. Have the students form groups of four or five to discuss a famous movie which is given by the teacher. The discussion could be on every aspects of this movie and either positive or negative.

b. Look in the local newspaper and make a list on the blackboard of movies that are showing at the local theatres; include the starting times. Then have the students work in groups of four or five to decide on a movie to see together. Allow plenty of time for students to talk and make a decision. As they work, circulate to make sure all group members are participating. When the students finish their discussions, ask each group to tell the class which movie they want to see, and why.
Activity 4

  Role Playing: 

  a. Have the students form groups of four or five to play the bridges of movies which they like best. It is suggested that this task should be given to the students before class, so that they could have enough time to prepare. And, if possible, a tiny awards distribution ceremony could be held at the end of the class, which the winner are selected by all the students.

  b. (page 35) Have 2 or 3 students play as assistant of bookstore and buyers respectively. Make dialogs according to the given situation.

IV. Background Information

1. 10 Tips to healthy eating and physical activity
1) Start your day with breakfast.
Breakfast fills your "empty tank" to get you going after a long night without food. And it can help you do better in school. Easy to prepare breakfasts include cold cereal with fruit and low-fat milk, whole-wheat toast with peanut butter, yogurt with fruit, whole-grain waffles or even last night's pizza!

2) Get Moving!
It's easy to fit physical activities into your daily routine. Walk, bike or jog to see friends. Take a 10-minute activity break every hour while you read, do homework or watch TV. Climb stairs instead of taking an escalator or elevator. Try to do these things for a total of 30 minutes every day.

3) Snack smart.
Snacks are a great way to refuel. Choose snacks from different food groups - a glass of low-fat milk and a few graham crackers, an apple or celery sticks with peanut butter and raisins, or some dry cereal. If you eat smart at other meals, cookies, chips and candy are OK for occasional snacking.

4) Work up a sweat.
Vigorous work-outs - when you're breathing hard and sweating - help your heart pump better, give you more energy and help you look and feel best. Start with a warm-up that stretches your muscles. Include 20 minutes of aerobic activity, such as running, jogging, or dancing. Follow-up with activities that help make you stronger such as push-ups or lifting weights. Then cool-down with more stretching and deep breathing.

5) Balance your food choices - don't eat too much of any one thing.
You don't have to give up foods like hamburgers, French fries and ice cream to eat healthy. You just have to be smart about how often and how much of them you eat. Your body needs nutrients like protein, carbohydrates, fat and many different vitamins and minerals such as vitamins C and A, iron and calcium from a variety of foods. Balancing food choices from the Food Guide Pyramid and checking out the Nutrition Facts Panel on food labels will help you get all these nutrients.

6) Get fit with friends or family.
Being active is much more fun with friends or family. Encourage others to join you and plan one special physical activity event, like a bike ride or hiking, with a group each week.

7) Eat more grains, fruits and vegetables.
These foods give you carbohydrates for energy, plus vitamins, minerals and fiber. Besides, they taste good! Try breads such as whole-wheat, bagels and pita. Spaghetti and oatmeal are also in the grain group. 
Bananas, strawberries and melons are some great tasting fruits. Try vegetables raw, on a sandwich or salad.

8) Join in physical activities at school.
Whether you take a physical education class or do other physical activities at school, such as intramural sports, structures activities are a sure way to feel good, look good and stay physically fit.

9) Foods aren't good or bad.
A healthy eating style is like a puzzle with many parts. Each part -- or food -- is different. Some foods may have more fat, sugar or salt while others may have more vitamins or fiber. There is a place for all these foods. What makes a diet good or bad is how foods fit together. Balancing your choices is important. Fit in a higher-fat food, like pepperoni pizza, at dinner by choosing lower-fat foods at other meals. And don't forget about moderation. If two pieces of pizza fill you up, you don't need a third.

10) Make healthy eating and physical activities fun!
Take advantage of physical activities you and your friends enjoy doing together and eat the foods you like. Be adventurous - try new sports, games and other activities as well as new foods. You'll grow stronger, play longer, and look and feel better! Set realistic goals - don't try changing too much at once.
 2. American Health & Fitness
Picture this: Two very fat men enter an ice cream shop. They sit down and order two giant sundaes. After enjoying their rich desserts, they go to a health club and have a good workout. They're trying to work off all those calories they ate. Who would be so silly? Some Americans would. When it comes to health and fitness, Americans have mixed emotions. On the one hand, they are concerned about their health. On the other, they have some very unhealthy habits.

  Americans know the benefits of having a healthy diet. In school, children learn to eat a variety of healthy foods. People grow up aware of the value of counting calories. They hear about the health dangers of chemicals added to packaged food. They realize they shouldn't eat too many sweets or fats. Many American consumers read labels carefully for nutrition information. That way they can compare products and eat the best foods.

  Keeping fit--or maybe getting in shape--is often high on the list of New Year's resolutions for Americans. In the past two decades, fitness has become a fad. Many Americans have joined health clubs to work out with professional equipment. Sports stores sell athletic shoes and clothing for every possible exercise situation. People can even buy weights and equipment and set up their own exercise center at home!

  Statistics give health experts good reason to be disappointed. Americans exercise less than they used to. The number of people taking part in fitness activities dropped from 41.7 million in 1991 to only 32 million in 1993. Among high school students, only 37 percent exercise three times per week. However, 70 percent of teenagers watch at least an hour of TV every day, and 38 percent watch over three hours. As a result, the average American gained eight pounds during the 1980's. At least one-third of Americans weigh 20 percent more than their ideal weight.

Many resources, such as magazines, TV programs and even the Internet, allow people to find out how to improve their health. Americans know how to make themselves more healthy. They just need to do it.

3 Some simple ideas to help you go to sleep
1) Start making it dark in your house or apartment earlier in the evening than you normally do. 
Avoid doing five hundred press ups, or a couple of hours playing the latest ' computer game just before your bed-time. Think about your lifestyle, especially what you do as bed-time approaches. 
2) Eat some carbohydrate before bedtime. Carbohydrate foods are things like potatoes, rice, pasta, porridge oats, bread.

Twelve hours could pass between your evening meal and breakfast. If you are hungry while asleep this will not help you to stay asleep. 

3) Drink warm milk with a spoonful of honey before retiring to bed. 

Alcohol is a temporary crutch and not a sustainable cure for insomnia.

4) When you are in bed, try this relaxation technique: 

It's best to start with your face. Relax your jaw. Make sure your mouth is slightly open. 
Really concentrate on relaxing your face. It will be tense almost certainly - relax it. 

If you are worried about sleeping, or anything else, you face will be tense, and this makes it very difficult to get to sleep, so relax all of your face. When your face is fully relaxed you can imagine and feel your worries drifting away. 

Imagine them floating away into the distance until they disappear. Like clouds. Or bubbles. There they go..... all gone.

Especially relax your jaw and your forehead - and open your mouth a little.

Then work you way up from toes, ankles, knees, etc. 

Relax each section before moving on to the next.

Check every now and then that your face and jaw and forehead are still relaxed, and if worries reappear imagine them drifting away again until they disappear. 

5) Imagine any remaining tension flowing out of your body through your toes, fingers, and the crown of your head. Imagine it and feel it. 

Imagine your toes and fingers tingling as you release. Feel your body relaxing - there will be little sensations that you can feel as you relax and surrender. Feel for these sensations - focus inwardly on how your body feels.

Feel your heart gently beating. Feel your breathing getting slower. Feel all over relaxing.

6) If you are still awake, check your breathing. Your breathing will have slowed. Concentrate on slowing it further. 

Breathe into your neck, then your chest, then abdomen. 

Avoid 'trying' to breathe. Let your body do it for you. It's actually quite a well-proven phenomenon - your body will breathe by itself..
7) Think of the colour purple. Make it appear in your mind's eye. Other colours may appear at first, but aim for the purple. Relax into the waves of purple. 

8) Roll your closed eyes upwards three times, at any pace you like. (This happens naturally when you are falling asleep and evidently triggers some sleep chemical in our body).

..... and repeat stages 4 to 8 until you are asleep (or until it's time to get up - no, seriously - if you've a mild sleep disorder or fleeting insomnia, then you might not even reach stage 8 first time around).

How does Memory Work? Can We Improve Our Memories?

How does memory work? Is it possible to improve your memory? In order to answer these questions, one must look at the different types of memory and how memory is stored in a person's brain.Memory is the mental process of retaining and recalling information or experiences.  It is the process of taking events, or facts and storing them in the brain for later use. There are three types of memory: sensory memory, short-term memory, and long-term memory. 

Sensory memories are momentary recordings of information in our sensory systems. They are memories evoked through a person's five senses: sight, smell, sound, taste, and touch. Although sensory memory is very brief, different sensory memories last for different amounts of time. Iconic memory is visual sensory memory and it lasts for less than a second. Echoic memory is auditory sensory memory and it lasts for less than 4 seconds. For example, if a person smells a certain smell, the olfactory tract in their nose sends signals to certain parts of the brain called the limbic system.  This system helps store the memory of the smell in the brain so that when the person smells the smell again, he or she will remember it. 

Short term memory (also called working memory) is the recording of information that is currently being used. However, short term memory only lasts about twenty seconds. George Miller, who calculated the human memory span, found that it can contain at any time 7 chunks (any letter, word, digit, or number) of information.  When the brain receives signals of information, the information can be repeated over and over until it is stored, therefore creating a "phonological loop".  However, unless a repetition of the information occurs, it will be lost. 

Long term memory is the capacity to store information over a long period of time. The capacity for long term memory is unlimited since it can be stored one minute ago or one year ago, and the information can still be retrievable at any time. Some scientists believe that parts of long term memory are permanent while others will eventually weaken over time.  Long term memory can be divided into three sections: procedural memory, declarative memory, and remote memory. Procedural memory includes motor skills such as learning how to ride a bike or how to drive a car. "Such memories are slow to acquire but more resistant to change or loss."  Declarative memory is used to remember facts, such as names, dates and places. It is easy to learn but also easy to lose. Finally there is episodic memory, which is the record of events that a person stores throughout his or her experience. Recent studies show that these events, as soon as they occur, are sent to a temporary part of the brain called the hippocampus, and that over time they are moved to the neocortex for permanent storage.  

When speaking about memory, one needs to look at the parts of the brain that are involved in memory storage. The hippocampus is a place in the brain that is used to "transfer memories from short-term to long term memory". It also helps store spatial memories with the thalamus. The thalamus is a "collection of nuclei that relays sensory information from the lower centers to the cerebral cortex".  In addition to spatial memories, the thalamus helps store emotional memories with the amygdala. The amygdala is a nuclear formation that helps store both conscious and unconscious emotions, and it is part of the limbic system. The prefrontal cortex is the area of the brain that stores motor skills as well as knowledge of social behavior and the demonstration of personality. The cerebellum is the main part of the brain concerned with motor coordination, posture, and balance. The hippocampus, the amygdala, and the cerebellum are all part of the brain's limbic system.

Now that we know how memory works, we can address the issue of how a person can improve his or her memory. There is a learning technique called mnemonics, which is designed to help people "remember information that is otherwise quite difficult to recall."  There are many ways to use mnemonics to help one's memory. Some scientists believe that speaking while you are reading will help you to absorb the material. Others believe that writing information down will help your brain to recognize it and store it more easily. Another effective way to remember facts is to associate it with other facts or other objects, which you can link back to the original piece of information. So, there are in fact many ways that one can improve one's memory if one tries. 

In conclusion, memory is the storing of information in the brain over a certain period of time. The three kinds of memory (sensory, short term and long term) use different parts of the brain to store information, and therefore can store it for different lengths of time. A person can improve his or her memory through techniques called mnemonics, which use patterns and associations to help the brain store information more accurately. Memory is also a relevant topic to many biological issues today. New studies are constantly being done to connect memory to dreams and to the deterioration of the brain in Alzheimer's disease. But what we know about memories is that they are directly connected to the brain and the signals the brain receives when one learns new information. One day, hopefully, new technology might allow us to look inside a person's brain and see their memories or even retrieve memories that they have pushed away.

1. The Day of the Dead (亡灵节)

从１０月３１日起，墨西哥举国欢度“亡灵节”（也叫“死人节”）。墨西哥的这一节日，既与西方的“万圣节”有相似之处，又不完全相同。表现了浓厚的印第安民族文化特色。墨西哥人是从古代印第安人的哲学中，继承了这种对生命的看法。因此，他们欢欣鼓舞地庆祝生命周期的完成，一年一度迎接生者与死者的团聚。每年的亡灵节，就是这样一种阿兹特加人的哲学观念和习俗的影响。人们祭奠亡灵，却绝无悲哀，甚至载歌载舞，通宵达旦，意在与死去的亲人一起欢度节日。 按照民间风俗，１１月１日是“幼灵”节；２日是“成灵”节。人们在墓地通往村庄或者小镇的路上撒了黄色的花瓣，让亡灵循着芬芳的小路归来。晚间，在家门口点上南瓜灯笼，为亡灵上门引路；在祭坛上摆着玉米羹、巧克力、面包、粽子、辣酱、南瓜、甜食、甜点等供品，让亡灵享用。“亡灵节”祭坛上的面包与平常食用的面包是不同的。不同的形状又有不同的含义。有的做成“人”形，有的“人”形不带“腿”，表示“鬼魂”；被叫做“罗斯凯特”的螺旋状面包，表示生命的轮回；做成千层饼形状、并带有装饰的面包“奥哈尔德拉”，意在欢迎亡灵的归来。节日里，无分男女老幼，都可以戴着面具，穿上印着白骨的鬼怪衣服，在街上招摇过市，表示亡灵归来。 亡灵节，人们在去世亲人的墓前摆放鲜花。人们以多种形式表达对逝去亲人的哀思。

虽然墨西哥的“亡灵节”与其他西方国家有相似之处，具有西班牙殖民前的印第安民族与西班牙人的双重渊源，但是，本质上还是继承了印第安人传统，表现出印第安文化特征，以及他们特有的幽默和理念。墨西哥人普遍认为，这一文化主要是继承了古代印第安人，特别是玛雅人或阿兹特加人的观念。而且来源于现在被称作“美索阿美利加文化”最发达的时期。虽然，作为一种文化现象，也受到殖民时代欧洲文化的影响。但是，墨西哥人总是愿意把他们所继承的古老的文明、文化作为民族的特性，来区别于他们和其他的西方国家。这种意识是根深蒂固的。 

2. Earth Day (地球日)

世界地球日活动起源于美国。1969年，美国民主党参议员盖洛德·尼尔森提议，在全国各大学校园内举办环保问题讲演会。当时25岁的哈佛大学法学院学生丹尼斯·海斯很快就将尼尔森的提议变成了一个在全美各地展开大规模社区性活动的具体构想，并得到很多青年学生的普遍支持。1970年4月22日，美国首次举行了声势浩大的“地球日”活动。这是人类有史以来第一次规模宏大的群众性环境保护运动。
　　作为人类现代环保运动的开端，“地球日”活动推动了多个国家环境法规的建立。1990年4月22日，全世界140多个国家、2亿多人同时在各地举行多种多样的环境保护宣传活动。这项活动得到了联合国的首肯。从此“地球日”成为“世界地球日”。
3. Ramadan (斋月)

 斋月是伊斯兰教历第九个月，根据阿文的发音，斋月又称“拉玛丹”。斋月开始和结束是以新月的出现为标志，全球穆斯林根据当地新月出现的时间先后进入斋月，因此，斋月的起讫日期每年都不一致。今年全世界伊斯兰国家于本月１６日或１７日进入斋月。     

对于穆斯林，斋月是一年中最吉祥、最高贵的月份，因为伊斯兰教认为这个月是颁降《古兰经》经文之月。斋月又是穆斯林斋戒的圣月，全球穆斯林逢此月必斋戒一个月，故中国穆斯林称之为“斋月”。       

斋戒是伊斯兰教念、拜、课、斋和朝五项基本功课之一，是穆斯林的一种修炼心性的宗教活动。在伊斯兰教看来，斋戒能净化人的心灵，使人情操高尚，心地善良，还能使富人体验穷人忍饥挨饿的滋味。  

根据伊斯兰教教义，斋月期间，所有穆斯林应从每日的日出到日落这段时间内禁止一切饮食、吸烟和房事等活动。教徒在患病、旅行、月经、怀孕、哺乳期间可延缓补斋或以施舍补赎，老人、儿童、体弱、慢性病和日以继夜工作的人以及战时军人可以不封斋。        

事实上，斋戒不只是每天从黎明到黄昏制止吃喝、吸烟和克制性欲，斋戒还包括肢体斋戒和心灵斋戒，禁绝一切不良行为。伊斯兰教先知穆罕默德说：“封斋是一面盾牌，封斋的人非礼勿动，非礼勿行”。     斋月又是穆斯林认为集中行善的月份。斋月期间，一些清真寺或有钱人出资在各地搭起斋棚，设置“慈善餐桌”，为穷人施斋舍饭。斋月结束后，全球穆斯林都要举行活动以示庆祝，这就是著名的开斋节。  

4. Independence Day (美国独立日)

独立日（独立纪念日）是美国的主要法定节日之一，日期为每年7月4日，以纪念1776年7月4日大陆会议在费城正式通过《独立宣言》。 《独立宣言》由托马斯·杰佛逊起草，1776年7月4日经大陆会议专门委员会修改后通过，并由大陆会议主席约翰·汉考克签字生效。《独立宣言》开宗明义地阐明，一切人生而平等，具有追求幸福与自由的天赋权利；淋漓尽致地历数了英国

 HYPERLINK "http://baike.baidu.com/view/133004.htm" \t "_blank" 殖民主义者在美洲大陆犯下的罪行；最后庄严宣告美利坚合众国脱离英国而独立。《独立宣言》是具有世界历史意义的伟大文献。通过《独立宣言》的这一天也成为美国人民永远纪念的节日，定为美国独立日。 早期独立日的庆祝活动主要是游行和演讲，并带有一定的宗教色彩。后来又增加了户外活动、体育比赛等项目。燃放爆竹、烟火的活动一度也十分流行，20世纪后才被取消，以防发生危险。今天，独立日在美国是一个相当热闹的节日，每逢这一天，全美大大小小的教堂钟声齐鸣，以纪念美国独立。首先敲响的是费城自由钟。各地居民自发地进行庆祝游行，有的扮作骑马的旧时牧师或坐着古式马车的贵族小姐举行化妆游行；有的组成家庭小乐队参加游行，还有的全家祖孙几辈载歌载舞，边舞边行。各种彩车、模型车、杂技车和小孩玩具车同欢乐的人群一起排成浩浩荡荡 的队伍前途，景象十分壮观游行结束，人们往往聚在公园或公共场所共同欢度节日。在一片乐曲声中，人们或翩翩起舞，或席地野餐，商人们忙着叫卖纪念品，政客们乘机进行竞选演说，孩子们则在草地上做各种游戏，全美各地呈现出一派节日的欢乐景象。
5. 美国的送礼习俗

上门作客不一定带礼品，也不可在其他客人不送礼时单独送礼。礼物可以是一瓶酒，或给女主人的一束鲜花等。 公务送礼的礼品可以是日历、钢笔、精装日记本等文具。一般不在公开场合送礼。会议礼品在会议结束后送，如在告别宴会上送。 美国人喜欢充满友情的礼物，礼物讲究包装，即使是选给亲友的礼品也要附上礼品卡；送礼目的要明确，否则会令人莫名其妙。 蛋糕、点心、巧克力、乡土工艺品、书籍等，均可作为礼品（用单数）；探望病人一般应送鲜花；在公务中不可送重礼品，以避贿赂之赚；礼品上不能有送礼单位的标志，否则有广告之赚；男子不可随便送香水、化妆品和白玫瑰给女子（这些是送给恋人的礼品）。 受礼时要当场打开礼物，致谢和赞美礼物；受礼后不必马上回赠。应邀赴宴时，情真意切的祝酒词是最好的礼品。平时最好的送礼方式是请人吃饭、喝酒或去别墅共度周末。收到礼物、应邀赴宴、受人帮助之后，都要写信致谢。除了约定由谁请客之外，一般一起到餐馆用餐，都是各自结帐。

Famous People’s Biography:

· Michael Jordan:

Michael Jordan is known as the greatest basketball player ever. The number of world records that Michael Jordan holds is mind boggling.

Michael Jeffrey Jordan was born on February 17, 1963, in Brooklyn, New York. The family moved to Wilmington, North Carolina when he was still a toddler. Jordan is the fourth of five children, having two older brothers and an older and younger sister. Michael's dad worked at an electric plant while his mother worked at a bank. Jordan was not a rags-to-riches story, his childhood was reasonably comfortable.
The number of records that Jordan holds will boggle the mind of even the most seasoned mathematics wizard. In 1984 Michael Jordan was the third player to be drafted after Hakim Olajuwon and Sam Bowie. Jordan was drafted by the Chicago Bulls. Jordan went on to guide the Bulls to six NBA Championships (1991, 1992, 1993, 1996, 1997, 1998). During all his championship winning years he was also named as NBA Finals MVP(most valuable player). 
  Michael Jordan's ability to rise above his peers and competitors is captured by his statement, "Body could stand the crutches but my mind couldn't stand the sideline".

· Ricky Martin:

Martin（December 24, 1971) was born and raised in San Juan, Puerto Rico. As a child, he sang in the choir and performed in school plays. When he was six, he began acting in television commercials. Shortly afterward, he took professional singing and acting lessons, which paved the way for his auditions for Menudo. In 1984, when he was 12 years old, he became a member of Menudo. For the next five years, he was the lead singer of the group, helping it to become an international sensation. Once he outgrew Menudo in 1989, he went back home to Puerto Rico, where he completed high school. After graduation, he moved to New York, where he simply relaxed for several months. Following a few months of inactivity, he began to work his way back into the entertainment industry. He returned to Mexico, where he acted on stage for a year before returning to the music industry. 

In 1991, he released his self-titled debut album, which he co-wrote with his fellow Menudo alumnus Robi Rosa, who would become a regular collaborator over the course of Martin's career (often credited as Ian Blake). The album became a sizable hit on the Latin charts. Two years later, he followed it with the Juan Carlos Calderon-produced Me Amaras, which was an even bigger hit, launching him to superstar status in Latin America. In January 1994, he joined the cast of the soap opera General Hospital, playing Miguel Morez. His recurring role was so successful that it landed him a role on Broadway, where he played Marius in Les Miserables. He left General Hospital to perform in the production and stayed with the play for about a year. In 1995, he released his third album, A Medio Vivir, a record that had a harder rock edge, yet also featured such Latin styles as flamenco and cumbia. In early 1998, he released his fourth album, Vuelve. His first English-language pop album -- which like his first long-player also happened to be titled Ricky Martin -- was released in the spring of 1999; it made him an international superstar thanks to blockbuster singles including "Livin' la Vida Loca" and "She's All I Ever Had."

A year later, Martin sizzled again with the release of Sound Loaded. His biggest Spanish-language hits were collected on 2001's La Historia, while 2003's Almas del Silencio was an album of new Spanish material. Life, from 2005, was a return to English-language pop. 

· Celine Dion

Hailing from the small town of Charlemagne (查理曼大帝), Québec, Celine Dion has become one of the all-time greatest singers. Celine was born in 1968, the youngest of 14 children. Early in childhood (童年), she sang with her siblings (兄弟姐妹) in a small club owned by her parents. From these early experiences, Celine gained the know-how to performing live (现场表演). The well-known songs of her are as follows: Beauty And The Beast (1991).(美女与野兽) ;A New Day Has Come; Because You Loved Me; Don't Leave Without Me; My Heart Will Go On (我心永恒)

· Russell Crowe

Russell Ira Crowe was born April 7, 1964, in Wellington, New Zealand, to parents Jocelyn and Alex Crowe. Young Russell was raised in Sydney, Australia after his family relocated down-under when he was four years old.
  Since his parents were set caterers and his father was a hotel manager, the Crowe family led a rather nomadic life, the reason for which Crowe only lived in his first actual house at the age of fourteen. Acquiring a taste for acting when he served as a child extra while accompanying his parents to work, the high school dropout was more passionate about performing as a musician rather than an actor. At the age of 25, Crowe was cast in his first feature film role, as Lieutenant Corbett in Prisoners of the Sun, otherwise known as Blood Oath. But his big break arrived in 1991, with his award-winning performance (Australian Film Institute Award for Best Supporting Actor) in Proof. That was only the beginning of his critically acclaimed career, as he followed up his role in 1993's Romper Stomper, as a Nazi skinhead. With another Australian Film Institute Award, this time for Best Actor, to add to his mantle, Crowe starred as a homosexual man in 1994's The Sum of Us. But Crowe's success was, at this point, only limited to the land of kangaroos and koalas, until a certain Sharon Stone caught his Romper Stomper performance and was convinced that he was the perfect fit for her film The Quick and the Dead. It was all good for Crowe, who was becoming recognized in the United States. That year, he co-starred with Denzel Washington in 1995's Virtuosity, as a serial killer. Although the movie was nothing to write Australia about, Crowe's career was beginning to soar to new heights. 

· Meg Ryan(1961 11.19)
Meg Ryan was born Margaret Mary Emily Anne Hyra in Fairfield, Connecticut. At home, she was lovingly called as "Peggy" and later "Meg", when she was a child. Her mother, Susan, left them to pursue her dreams of being an actress. At that time, Meg was all of fifteen years old. Her father, Harry, was a high school math teacher. Ryan enrolled at the University of Connecticut to study journalism. She needed money to meet the inflating university expenses and therefore tried her hands at acting, practicing after her college hours. But she dropped out to pursue a career in acting. Here, she was helped by her mother who helped her get a Screen Actors Guild Card under her maiden name, Ryan. Her mother used to act on  AS THE WORLD TURNS from 1982 and continued to work for the next two years. The film that made her very successful was TOP GUN, in which she played the wife of Tom Cruise's best friend. In the movie, WHEN HARRY MET SALLY Meg got the lead role of the first time and she even portrayed it with full justice to her character. She has since been cast in numerous successful romantic comedies which have become her mainstay.

· Chow Yun-Fat

Chow was born on May 18, 1955 in Lamma Island, HK. Cooking and photography are his hobbies. He performed very well in many films, such as Anna And The King; Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon; Bulletproof Monk; Pirates Of The Caribbean 2.

· Tony Blair
Tony Blair, full name Anthony Charles Lynton Blair, was born on May 6, 1953 in Scotland. The son of a law lecturer, he attended an elite school, where his housemaster remembered him as a promising young leader. His father became paralyzed when Blair was 11 but this, says the prime minister, was one source of his success. Blair started following in his father’s footsteps when he went to study law at Oxford University in 1972. There, he was a popular student. He was a bass guitar player and lead singer of a rock group called Ugly Rumours. Blair graduated from Oxford in 1975 and moved briefly to Paris where he worked as a bartender and insurance clerk. He returned to the UK to specialize in employment and industrial law. He joined the Labour Party in the mid-70’s but was disillusioned with its policies. 

In 1975, the boyish-faced, blue-eyed lawyer met Cherie Booth, a fellow barrister. They married five years later. Today the prime minister’s wife is a highly successful lawyer and the first full-time working wife. Blair spent the 80’s working his way up through the ranks of the Labour Party. He was elected leader in 1994. Three years later the party won the General Election by a landslide, ending 18 years in Opposition against the Conservatives. At the age of 43, Blair became the youngest British prime minister since 1812. He was also viewed as one of the most popular. “New Labour” was coined as Blair worked to modernize his party. The leader and his wife reflected the “Cool Britannia” of the late-90’s. It was an image that was reflected in Labour’s much-publicized support of trendy young British pop stars, such as the Spice Girls. Blair has brought a welcome amount of charm and vitality to British politics. However, the 2003 war against Iraq divided public opinion and he has since found himself the focus of growing criticism. Many people are unhappy with the strength of the “special relationship” that Blair has with US President George W. Bush. Yet, as the Labour prime minister works to get re-elected for a full second term, he remains something of a political “phenomenon.”
· Thomas Edison

Thomas Alva Edison was born in Milan, Ohio on February 11, 1847. His parents were Samuel and Nancy Edison. Thomas's three older brothers and sisters died before he was born from very harsh winters. When he was young, everyone called him Al. Al asked a lot of questions and was VERY curious. Before Thomas Alva Edison was ten, he had already read History of England, Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire, History of the World, and The Age of Reason. When he was 13, he was running behind a train, trying to catch it, when a man snatched his ear and pulled him up onto the train by his ears. Right then, he started to slowly become deaf On May 1, 1869, Thomas received a patent for a vote recording machine, but once it was invented, no one wanted it. Later, Thomas invented a device that would control errors in stock tickers, and engineers liked it. The telephone was invented by Alexander Graham Bell. Engineers asked Thomas if he could improve it, and he tried. He invented the first phonograph, and everyone loved it. After his daughters were born, his hard work finally had paid off. He had invented something that would change the world and technology forever. Thomas Alva Edison had invented the light bulb. Thomas Alva Edison died a short time later on October 21, 1931 at age 84. He was buried under an oak tree in Glenmont. The United States were so sad, they turned off their power for one minute and prayed throughout the whole United States for a tribute to Thomas Alva Edison.
Alexander Graham Bell (1847- 1922)
Scottish-born inventor of the telephone, Alexander Graham Bell came to the United States in 1872 and demonstrated his first telephone four years later. The first commercial phone was offered a mere year later. Bell also worked on early aircraft designs, but none of his other efforts equalled the profound impact of the telephone.

Karl Friedrich Benz 
(born Nov. 25, 1844, Karlsruhe, Baden — died April 4, 1929, Ladenburg, Ger.) German mechanical engineer who designed and built the first practical automobile powered by an internal-combustion engine. The original car, his three-wheeled Motorwagen, first ran in 1885. Benz's company produced its first four-wheeled car in 1893 and the first of its series of racing cars in 1899. Benz left the company in 1906 to form another group with his sons. In 1926 the Benz company merged with the company started by Gottlieb Daimler.

IV. Background Information

1. Brasilia
Brasília is the capital of Brazil, located in the central part of the country. It has a population of about 2.3 million and is the seat of the main federal government: the president (residing in the Palácio do Planalto), the Brazilian supreme court, and the Brazilian parliament. Brasilia is listed as a World Heritage Site by UNESCO.

Building the city was begun in 1956 with Lúcio Costa as the principal urban planner and Oscar Niemeyer as the principal architect. In 1960, it formally became Brazil's capital. When seen from above, the city's shape resembles an airplane or a butterfly.

Brasilia is located in the Federal District, which has the same borders as the city. The federal district is surrounded by the Brazilian state of Goiás. The city is not a traditional municipality by Brazilian law.

2.Canberra

Canberra is the capital city of Australia and with a population of over 332,000, is Australia's largest inland city. The city is located at the northern end of the. The site of Canberra was selected for the location of the nation's capital in 1908 as a compromise between Sydney and Melbourne, the two largest cities. It is unusual among Australian cities as an entirely purpose-built, planned city. Following an international contest for the city's design, a design by Chicago architect Walter Burley Griffin was selected and construction commenced in 1913. The city's design was heavily influenced by the garden city movement and incorporates significant areas of natural vegetation that have earned Canberra the title "bush capital".

As the seat of the government of Australia, Canberra is the site of Parliament House, the High Court of Australia and numerous government departments and agencies. It is also the location of many social and cultural institutions of national significance. The federal government contributes the largest percentage of Gross State Product and is the largest single employer in Canberra (although it is no longer the employer of the majority of working Canberrans, as was once the case). Canberra is also a popular destination for domestic and international tourists.

Reading is to the mind while exercise to the body.读书健脑，运动强身。
Take things as they come.既来之，则安之。
2. Body

Activity 1

Look and talk: Look at the photos on page 68 and tell which of these things will happen in the future? Try to describe them.

Activity 2 

Pair work: Look at these predictions on page 68. Have students form pairs to compare predictions and discuss the questions. After several minutes, ask a few pairs which predictions they think will not happen, and why. Find out when they think some predictions will happen. 

Group work: look at these pictures on the page 69. Have the class form groups to discuss the questions. After several minutes, reassemble the class and ask volunteers to say something about their capital city. In multinational classes, this is another good opportunity for students to learn about one another’s countries. 

Situational conversation: Ask the class to form groups of four or five to design a utopia. Tell students to think of a few laws that will make their society perfect. They should also plan the capital, including the city’s shape, population, location, and special features. Ask the groups to describe their utopias to the class, and have classmates make a prediction for each one. 
Activity 3
Pair work: Tell students to imagine being 50 years old, and ask what they hope they have achieved by then. Look at the picture on page 70, and one student describe this illustration according to the pictures and the other person discuss how to achieve it. 

Activity 4
  Guessing: Have students guess the country on page 83 or the teacher provide some pictures (such as postcard). Look at these photos with your partner. Give the other pair clues about each country until they guess correctly. .

  Activity 5

  Group work: 
Step 1: Have students form groups of four or five.

Step 2: Tell group members to take turns interviewing one another first. Point out that they should be prepared to report the information to the class.

Step 3: After the groups finish exchanging ideas, have one or two students from each group summarize their partners ‘hopes for future. 

Step 4 : Have groups continue their discussions. Remind students that this is meant to be a lighthearted activity-they should keep their predictions friendly and positive.

Step 5: Suggest that students make up three or four predictions. For each group member.

Step 6: After several minutes, ask each group to share their predictions with the class. Have classmates decide whether the predictions could come true.
